ENTRY DEADLINE: August 29, 2008. Open Show entries may be submitted online or mailed in on an official entry form.
Entries submitted online will be accepted until 12:00 midnight on August 29. Entries mailed must be postmarked by August 29.
ENTRY EXTENSION: Entries received prior to August 29, 2008, are able to add additional animals at double head fees until
September 12, 2008.
LATE ENTRIES: Entries not received prior to August 29, 2008, can enter until September 12, 2008, for triple head fees.
SUBSTITUTIONS: Substitutions of animals will be accepted until 12:00 noon the day preceding the show for $15.00. Change in
ownership is not a substitution.

RULES & REGULATIONS
The Superintendent must finalize their show information by noon the day preceding their show. No changes will be made after
this time.

1. The Oklahoma Hereford Association, pays 20% of the total premium money in the open Horned/Polled Hereford breeding
cattle classes. This money is paid directly to the Tulsa State Fair to be included in exhibitor premium money checks.

2. Exhibitors in Horned/Polled Hereford breeding cattle classes are subject to the American Hereford Association's special rule
on class qualification as well as the rules and regulations of the Tulsa State Fair.

3. All Hereford entries must be duly recorded with the American Hereford Association. Any animal with a pending or “applied for”
registration or without a legible tattoo will not be eligible for show competition. All entries are subject to the Oklahoma Hereford
Association Show Committee and superintendents’ supervision.

4. |If there are more than 10 animals in a class, the AHA Show Committee recommends that the class be split.
5. Cow/Calf does not compete for overall female.
